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REPORT: TO THE HOLY SYNOD OF BISHOPS OF THE SERBIAN ORTHODOX 
CHURCH, BELGRADE, YUGOSLAVIA 

I am reporting to the Holy Synod that last night (Nov. 8, 

1990) I received news from tragic, Serbian Kosovo that our priest, 

Fr. Radomir Radovanovich from Kosovska Mitrovica (the city named 

after St. Demetrius, whose name was changed by the Communist 

hooligans to bear the name of the greatest criminal against the ~-•.,.._ ~ ~ Serbs, Joseph Broz Tito), was beaten up by a group of ten or more

~ ~ ·~ Shiptar (Albanian) students and young men from the street. This 
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occurred yesterday, November 7, 1990, at about 1:30 p.m. in the 

yard of Mitrovica's High School (Gimnazija), where he went to 

enroll his niece (his sister's daughter). As he entered the 

school he noticed that a certain group of young men from the 

street had been following him. In the school itself the Shiptar 

students at first pretended to be kind when he asked them where 

the secretary's office was, but then they began to insult him and 

to attack him. He tried to get out of the school building as fast 

as he could, but the students caught up after him and -- now 

joined by the young men from the street -- knocked him down and 

beat him up with both their fists and their feet, tearing up his 

mantija (the priest's black robe) and his clothing. He was left 

unconscious on the ground with injuries all over the left side of 

the body and the left side of his head. His left eye was injured 

the most. A Serbian man, Spasojevic, than came by and yelled at 

the students and young men and they ran away. He, Spasojevic, 

took Fr. Radovanovic to the police station to make a report and 

then to the hospital for medical help. This Serbian man states

that all of this was watched by a group of Shiptar professors from 

the "Zbornica" (the faculty lounge) .and they did nothing to 

prevent these attackers and to protect this Serbian priest from 

this public pummeling. 

Father Radomir Radovanovic was discharged from the hospital, 

even though he had much pain in his chest and all over the left 

side of his body and his face, where the signs of his having been 

hit were visible -- the black and blue spots and the injury to his 

left eye. The Police of Mitrovica have undertaken an 

"investigation", but so far they have not come up with anything. 

All of this was confirmed to me today (November 9, 1990) at 

11:30 a.m. via telephone by the Popadija (the wife) of Fr. 

Radovanovic, who added that Fr. Radomir went back to the hospital 

for exams, and also to report again to the police station, for 

they (the police) want "additional information and facts." 

Popadija says: "Thank God that he came out with only heavy blue 

marks and pains n his eye and the left side of the body, for he 

could have been easily killed on the spot." 

I am reporting this to the Holy Synod for the Synod's further 

action, for I am not convinced that the official government will 

not conceal this beating of a Serbian priest by the Shiptars on 

the eve of St. Demetrius Day in the city of St. Demetrius in 

Kosovo.
