The main source of the slanders and attacks against Albania is as usual Belgrade. Not 
surprising. Yugoslav policy has always been anti-Albanian, a policy based on expansionism 
and control. 

Recently the Yugoslav News Agency "Tanjug" sent out dispatches world-wide reporting 
demonstrations in the streets of Shkodra and other cities. They reported that a state of emergency 
has been declared in Albania, that security police attacked the people and killed many, that 
four students were hanged in the public square, etc. etc. 

The Yugoslav Agency shamelessly feeds such filthy fabrications to world public opinion. 
We Albanians say to the Yugoslavs that a state of emergency, demonstrations, unrest, and killings 
do not exist in our country. But they are to be found right now in Yugoslavia, where KOSOVA 
has been converted into a real CONCENTRATION CAMP. 

There, in KOSOVA, violence and lawlessness are playing havoc - there people are fired from 
their jobs, thrown in jail, tortured, and killed for the sole reason of being Albanians. 

The Yugoslavs are spreading these slanderous fairy-tales about turmoil in Albania in an attempt 
to cover up the deep political, economic and social crisis which is tearing their country apart. 
By raising a mirage of "trouble" in Albania, they hope to divert the attention- of the world 
from the plight of the Albanians in KOSOVA. 

The Albanian people have never bothered anyone. Neither have they ever allowed anyone 
else to dictate' to them. Our people have chosen their own way of development and preserva­
tion of their national identity, and no one else can decide what should be don·~. what changes 
are required by time,' what ptocess to follow for the socialist development of the country.
